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The suffix "tion" means - 	 
· The action or process of doing something. Indicating state, condition or result.

· Taking the verb form and turning it into a noun.

The words in the poem are built to emphasize the "tion" sound in the endings of all the last words of each sentence.
The poem has a flowing repetitive structure and a rhyming pattern to make it more appealing, engaging and fun for the beginner reader.
The first sentence is the same which makes it very easier and more amusing to say out loud or learn by heart like a chant. 
The reader learns to identify the suffix in the word like a chunk knowing the sound it makes and realizing that the vowel a and o before it is sounded as a long sound and not a short sound.  (Devotion, determination)
The poem encourages beginner readers to participate by sound and by the consistent pace.
